What is the
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DRUG BUG ?

This is a paraphernalia identification presentation. If you can’t recognize the signs associated with drug use, how can you possibly expect to protect your children? Signs of drug abuse include; behavioral changes, physical changes, as well as the discovery of paraphernalia associated with drug abuse. 

We bring a Volkswagen Beetle or        “The Drug Bug”, to your chosen location. Adults are invited to search the vehicle for paraphernalia hidden inside. There are over twenty items hidden within reach of the drivers seat and it is not necessary to take anything apart. Once the volunteer has completed the timed test, a P.E.T.S. representative will provide detailed information to the entire audience about what they have or have not found.

Participants are shocked when they realize how the drug culture has changed. What an eye opener when the average person finds only three of the twenty or more items hidden in the Drug Bug.
